

Take the Alliteration Challenge

Write a quatrain which does not use any alliteration, consonance or assonance.

It is rare NOT to find an example from a lyric which does not exhibit some kind of alliteration, consonance or assonance of some kind, and the longer the snippet, the more likely it is you’ll find some.  This stands to reason, of course, as there are a limited number of vowel sounds in the English language, and it’s quite a challenge to write a lyric WITHOUT repeating any consonants within near proximity of each other.  The challenge of this exercise is to write a quatrain which does not exhibit alliteration, consonance or assonance of some kind.
