

Chorus - Assignment 3

The Modified Chorus

in contemporary Broadway musicals

Write a musical scene meant for an original contemporary Broadway musical, which includes at least three instances of a chorus of 4-12 bars (e.g., the repeating stuff isn't very long).  Include material in the concluding lines of the chorus which loops repeatedly in its final iteration.

Describe in prose the function of the sections between choruses, and then write the entire scene, including verses, dialogue, stage action and chorus.  Explore combinations of music/dialogue/recit/verse.  Conclude the scene with some or all of the chorus repeating multiple times, eventually exploding into a dance sequence.
Topic:
Someone has big plans for Saturday night; but his plans are dashed, and the words which begin the scene come back in a new light.  A dance breaks out.
