

Chorus - Assignment 1 (there are three assignments to this unit)
Write an original 17th-century English folk song, with multiple verses and a repeating chorus.  Italicize/indent the words you mean to be the chorus.  Chorus can be 1-4 lines long, and can include some nonsense syllables, as you desire.  Verses can be as short as 2 lines long.  Topic:  Walking down a country road at midnight, a young man meets a maiden who turns out to be Death.

Example:

At midnight alone on the hill did I walk

When trouble I had of my sleeping

And startled to find there appear in the mist

A maiden forlorn and a-weeping.

Come away, come away, to Ballydubray.
Tol le de rol in Ballydubray.
etc.

Although we have not written out additional verses here in the example, you should complete all the verses which tell the complete story.  For instance, in the case of this example, additional verses should be written which finish the story:  Verse 2:  she says she is lost, and needs an escort to Ballydubray.  Verse 3:  She tells of her fear of Ballydubray.  Verses 4-6:   She convinces the guy to come with her to Ballydubray, which we understand to be the Land of the Dead, though he himself is unaware of that fact until much too late.  Final Verse:  He joins her in singing the chorus, from the dead.
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
